Grace is the biblical word that seems to be the
equivalent.  Truth is, all the saints (small s) I know have received a Super Dome full of grace, and most of it wasn’t deserved.  Sure,
I guess all of us deserve some good things to come our way or to fall out of the sky into our lap.  But come on, most of us have
more than we could have ever hoped for or dreamed of.  Look around at your family, your home, job, church, etc, and tell me why
you have all of that.  Did you pick where you would be born?  How different would your life be if you were born in
Haiti, Afghanistan or Liberia?
