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Sounds fishy, but it’s a natural fit.  When the Jews asked Jesus for a
sign, he said, “I will give you only the sign of Jonah.”  After three
days in the belly of the earth, Jesus rose with news of God’s prodi-
gal grace.  This series of special services explores the meaning of
“The Sign Jonah” as we follow Jonah on his journey . . .and Jesus
on his way to the cross.  Dr. Davis’ sermon series is as follows:

Jonah . . . for Lent?

I watch a
lot of sports, including high school and college games, and I can tell you how seriously people take their sports teams. Fans
taunt other fans, players and even cheerleaders. About the most inflammatory cheer we had in high school was, “beat um, bust
um, that’s our custom.”

Well, hooray for Boston University, who a few years ago had a rule that anybody who cussed at a BU home sporting event got
kicked out of the arena. Also, a “thumbs up” to James V. O’Conner, author of Cuss Control, and director (I’m not making this up)
of the Cuss Control Academy, who says we should use words that sound like cusses but aren’t. So, you can yell at the ref, “That
was Bolshevik,” or shout to the rafter, “You son of a biscuit!”  If these don’t work, then O’Conner suggests we pretend that our
grandma is listening.  Hmm, that’s exactly what the dude in California said.

I have an even better suggestion, talk to one another like the Lord is listening. He is. And He cares what we say to one another
and to our enemies/opponents. Taunting others is never appropriate for Christians and hate-filled language
should not come out of our mouths. Jesus said; “Do not swear at all…but let your yes be yes”
(Matthew 5:33-37). In other words, keep your !@#$&% to yourself and let your “dadgums be dadgums.”
